Health Guarantee

We recommend that you take your puppy in to the veterinarian of your choice within one week (7 days) of the purchase date for a check up and a clean bill of health (bring in a stool sample to check for parasites). If within this time period you find health issues with your puppy you may return the puppy to us in the same condition in which you received it and the purchase price of the puppy will be put towards a new puppy or exchanged for a different puppy from the same litter. Injuries or death due to accidents are not covered by this guarantee.
Hip Dysplasia Guarantee

If you suspect that your dog has hip dysplasia you will be able to keep your dog and the purchase price of your dog will be applied to a new puppy from a similar breeding. For your dog to be covered by this guarantee the following must be done. Notify us if you suspect a problem and then have a veterinarian take an x-ray and submit it to the Orthopaedic Foundation for Animals (OFA) for their judgment. This must be done between 6 months and 30 months of age. You are responsible for the veterinary fees. In order to qualify for the guarantee the dog must be owned by the original owner who bought the dog from us, the dog may not have whelped or sired a litter, the dog must not have been spayed or neutered, and the dog must be no older than 30 months when the x-rays were taken. If your dog is found to be dysplastic proof of spay or neuter must be sent to us, and the AKC papers must be returned to us. You will be responsible for all veterinarian fees. The dog is a member of your family and is not required to be put down or returned to us. 
Eye Guarantee

Eye evaluation must be preformed by an American College of Veterinary Ophthalmologists certified veterinarian. (AVCO) CERF will be the sole judge and authority. Eyes must be rejected by CERF before 12 months of age. You must contact us within 14 days of your findings and send us a copy of the findings. Dogs with eyes that are rejected will be handled as stated above in the hip dysplasia guarantee. 
Deposit

When you come to see the puppies you will find them all to be adorable. Of course cuteness is not the way to judge which puppy will have the personality that will best fit you lifestyle. We recommend that you wait until the puppies are closer to six weeks old before you decide which one is right for you. We ask for $275 non-refundable deposit to hold a puppy out of this litter. The order in which we receive the deposits is the order in which the owners will be able to choose their puppy so the sooner we have you deposit, the more puppies you will have to choose from.
Getting Ready for Puppy

To be prepared for the new puppy you will need the following items: dog food (I use Purina One large breed puppy food), a leash, a collar, dog food bowls, nail clippers, brush, chew toys, a crate, and a large amount of patience!
Feeding:

· 2-6 month old puppies should be feed three times daily

· over six months feed twice daily

· at six months old your puppy will be eating between 5 and 8 cups of food a day

· limit treats to small milk bones (when training dogs, I just use their regular dog food… no treats are even necessary)

· Do not feed you dog table scraps…… fatty foods can cause pancreatitis, grapes can cause kidney problems, and they can lead to weight problems

· Did you know that feeding your dog a proper dog food diet in appropriate amounts can add 2 healthy years onto your dog’s life?

· A male golden should weigh 60-70 lbs, and a female 55-65 lbs, much over that they are overweight

Potty Training:

· First of all you need patience!

· When the puppy is young it will need to go frequently, especially after it eats or wakes up.
· Take the puppy outside to the designated potty spot and say in an upbeat tone “Go potty”. Tell him “Good dog” and give him a small treat or kibble of dog food. If you are consistent this is the spot where the dog will always go, and he’ll go on command! 
· If your puppy is crated make sure the crate is small enough that there is only room for him or her to lie down. If the crate is too big they will potty on one side and sleep on the other. You can divide the crate in half if needed
· We put a bell by the back door and have her ring it with her nose every time we take puppy outside to go potty. Soon puppy will ring the bell by herself to indicate when she has to go out. (It sounds strange but it’s worked for several dogs)

· Puppy doesn’t understand when you yell at her or push her nose in the do-do a half hour after she went potty in the house. If you catch her in the act say no firmly, and take her outside immediately.

Getting Ready for Puppy (Continued)

Chewing:
· Puppies this age are teething like crazy. If you don’t want your shoes to become a victim of your puppy you need to provide lots of stimulating toys

· Good toys include: rope bones, large knuckle bones, pot roast bones, rawhide, nylabones, 
· Goldens are heavy chews so as they get older they will need more sturdy toys. If they tear off large chunks of a toy, throw it away and get something sturdier.
· If they chew on something inappropriate say no, and give them an appropriate toy

Night Time:

· The first few nights might be long since the puppy will not be used to being alone. He may whimper or howl to indicate that he is lonely.

· Using a crate at night is handy so that they puppy doesn’t get into things he shouldn’t or go potty where he shouldn’t

· The first couple of nights you may need to get up halfway through the night and take him out to go potty.  

· Other than letting him out to go potty, you’ll just have to ignore the whining. You can try to encourage quiet by giving a chew toy or small treat and a command like “quiet” or “no noise”.

Training:

· Nobody likes a naughty dog…. It’s easier to train her right off the bat rather than letting her get into the habit of being naughty and then trying to change her ways.

· Start by spending 5 minutes once or twice a day with your puppy working on some simple commands like “come”, “sit”, “stay”, “down”, and “heel”. Increase this time to 15 minutes for an adult dog. You’ll be amazed at how quickly they learn and your dog will be the envy of all your neighbors.

· I use three tools to train my dogs: a leash, a choke chain, and dog food (or other small treats)

· To teach your dog to sit say “(Dog’s name) Sit” in an upbeat but firm tone. Then push the dog’s butt down. Then say “Good dog” in an upbeat tone and praise your dog. Get excited about it! The dog wants to make you happy!

· Continue to do this with the dog and give treats occasionally. If the dog sits without you having to push its butt down get extra excited! 
· Continue to practice this with the dog until it sits on a regular basis when you tell it to. The only time to use the choke chain is once the dog understands the command and can usually follow it. Once the dog is to this point if it does not obey the command, you should give a correction with the choke chain (a quick jerk and an immediate release), repeat the command, and make them do it.

· Repeat this process with any command you want to teach the dog- first show them what you want them to do, practice until they start to understand, and then reinforce with praise and treats or corrections with the choke chain as needed.

Getting Ready for Puppy (continued)

Grooming:

· Goldens don’t require much specialized grooming, they need to be brushed, bathed, and nails clipped occasionally

· Goldens do shed especially in the fall and spring so brushing around that time of the year can be especially beneficial

· Goldens should have their nails trimmed every other month or so. Using a dog nail trimmers clip off a small amount (about them same amount you’d cut off your own fingernails). They do have a vein that runs down the middle of the nail so if you cut too deep they will bleed. You can buy a styptic powder to stop the bleeding.

· Goldens occasionally get ear mite or yeast infections in their ears so check your dogs ears often. If you see brown accumulations of wax (yellowish is normal) or if it smells bad buy some ear cleaner. Put several drops of ear cleaner in each ear and massage the base outside of your dog’s ears. Then take a cotton ball and wipe out the inside of your dog’s ear. Push it down in a ways and rub it around and discard. If the problem persists call your vet.

Veterinary and Health care:
· Your puppy has already been wormed, it’s dewclaws have been removed, and it’s had it’s first shots

· You should take your puppy in once you get it home to make sure it doesn’t have any health concerns- see Health Guarantee on the first page

· Puppy should go back in for more shots at 12 wks and 16 wks

· You should also check with your vet about heartworm prevention (I use Heartgard) and flea and tick prevention. (I use Frontline Plus) Lymes disease is very prevalent in our area- one of our dogs got lymes, and we know of many other cases personally.

Breeding:

· If you are considering breeding please contact us

· Breeding sounds like fun and puppies are cute, but it is a lot of work, and expenses like vet bills, shots, stud fees, food, and advertising add up fast

· If you plan to go forward with breeding, the dog should first have its hips certified as normal by the OFA (Orthopaedic Foundation for Animals) and its eyes checked by a canine ophthalmologist. The mate for your dog should have the same done. This will prevent genetically inferior puppies from being born. Both dogs should have excellent temperaments and should fit the AKC breed standard for golden retrievers.
